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Louis XIV
I. Historical Circumstances/Context
Born on September 5, 1638, to King Louis XIII of France (1601-1643) and his Habsburg queen, Anne of Austria (1601-1666), the future Louis XIV was his parents’ first child after 23 years of marriage; in recognition of this apparent miracle, he was christened Louis-Dieudonné, meaning “gift of God.” When the king died on May 14, 1643, 4-year-old Louis inherited the crown of a fractured, unstable and nearly bankrupt France. Louis XIV was the greatest of the absolute Monarchs. He firmly believed in his divine right (power comes from God) to rule.  Louis was called the Sun King. He said that the sun was the center or the solar system and planets revolved around the sun.  He believed that he was like the sun claiming that he stood at the center of the nation and his court revolved around him.  The court had to follow everything Louis XIV said to do. Louis XVI is often quoted as saying “Letat, c’est moi”, which means “I am the State”.
