Medieval Knight—Chivalry
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I. Introduction

For feudal nobles, warfare (fighting) was a way of life.  Rival lords battled constantly for power.  Many nobles trained from boyhood for a future occupation as a knight.  At the age of seven, sons of nobles were sent away to the castle of his father’s lord.  There, he learned to ride and fight.  He also learned to keep his armor and weapons in good conditions.  Training was difficult and discipline was strict.  After training, a boy was ready to become a knight.  A knight pledge d (promised) to serve his lord or king in military service.  In exchange, the knight would receive loot from battles, his own estate (land), and a position in the king’s court (give advice).

II. The Code of Chivalry 
Knights adopted a code of conduct called chivalry.  Chivalry required knights to be brave, loyal, and true to their word.  In warfare, a knight had to fight fairly.  For example, a knight agreed not to attack another knight before the opponent had a change to put on his armor.  Warriors also had to treat a captured knight well or even release him if he promises to pay his ransom (payment). Knights were also expected not to boast (brag), but to be humble.   However, chivalry also had limits.  Its elaborate rules applied to nobles only, not commoners, but chivalry also said t hat knights had to protect the weak, which included both serfs and noblewomen.  In addition, chivalry placed women on a pedestal and required that they were protected and cherished (respected).
