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9th Grade Global Guidelines
Learning history is not just about names, dates, and places. It's about learning how to ask "Why?" Why is our life the way it is? What happened before to make your life this way? What can we learn from the past? What can we learn about how to change the future? In this class, you will be learning about various places, cultures, and events that took place around the world.  We will spend the year asking ourselves how has world evolved and what can we learn from the experiences of other nations and people.

The following criteria listed below will determine your grade for this class:

Class Work/Participation: 15%

A key component to your learning is the work you do in class, as well as participating.  This is a way we can make sure you understand and assist you with any needs you may have regarding the material.  You will receive a monthly participation grade from 0-10.  Your grade can change during the month based on your progress.  Your grade will be finalized on the last day of each month and posted on pupilpath.  Your grade will be based on the following criteria: 
1. Attending class regularly— It is expected you attend class regularly. When you are absent, especially on exam and project days, please bring in an absence note from your parent or guardian. You are responsible for checking your PupilPath for assignments/exams/projects that you have missed and submitting any work that was due the day you were absent.  You should also ask Mr. Smith and Mrs. Sarno-Ullo for any handouts and assignments on the days you missed class.  Getting the notes from a reliable student in the class would also be beneficial. Excessive absences can affect your grade and may result in you not passing the class.
2. Arriving to class ON TIME— Arriving to class not only distracts your classmates, but it also makes you miss important information. If you are late, you must bring a late pass from a teacher or staff member that you were with. Please try to meet with other teachers, your guidance counselor, etc. during your OPTA bands. Consistent lateness will affect your grade and be discussed with you and your parent/guardian. 
3. Actively participating – One of the most important things you can do in class is taking note and getting involved in classroom discussions.  Over the course of the semester, we look for progress in answering and asking questions, getting involved in turn and talk discussions, listening to your peers and teachers as they speak, and working with your partner or group members. 
4. Completing class handouts – You will be expected to complete activities during class. If you do not understand something, please ask. We do not want you to be lost. We are here to help you learn and make progress.
5. Preparedness – It is expected that you come to class daily with a pen, #2 pencil, highlighter, and any homework assignments due that day. 
6. Electronic Devices— It is important to focus and concentrate on the work that is taking place in class; therefore, you are NOT ALLOWED to use your electronic devices in class.  Listening to music, texting, making phone calls, charging your phone in the classroom outlets etc. are to be avoided in the classroom.  This will affect your participation grade.  
Homework: 15%

You will receive daily assignments for the semester. The due dates for the assignments will be announced in class and posted on the board. Homework is the key to being prepared for class. Assignments are usually attached to you daily handout.  
The following is the grading policy for homework. Include YOUR NAME, BAND, and HOMEWORK ASSIGNMENT TITLE at the top. All homework assignments will be graded from 0-5.
5: You follow the directions and go above and beyond what is asked for you. You complete all tasks and questions and you provide your own opinion and viewpoints rather than just a summative response. You explain why the information matters or you pose questions. You bring in outside information and makes connections to other things we learned.
3-4: You complete all tasks, but your answers are more summative than analytical. Your answers may need more in-depth responses.
1-2: Your homework lacks depth and analysis.  You did not answer the questions completely or accurately.  You will also receive this grade if it SUBMITTED LATE. 
0/Redo: You used the internet to look up answers and/or plagiarized from a classmate. If you submit homework that is incomplete or inaccurate, you will be asked to redo it and hand it in the following day.

Exams: 40%
Your exam grades are made up of several tests.  The exams will be made up of multiple choice, short answer questions, and essay questions with the contents taken from your homework, class notes and discussions, and additional readings that are assigned throughout the semester.  *IF YOU ARE ASBENT FOR AN EXAM, PLEASE PROVIDE A DOCTOR’S NOTE OR ABSENCE NOTE FROM PARENT WITH A WORKING PHONE NUMBER TO CONTACT. It is also your responsibility to make arrangements to make up the exam during school hours.*
Semester Project: 30%

The details of your semester project will be explained in class. Projects are usually in-class projects; therefore, it is important that you keep up with the work and attend class daily. We give plenty of time for this project to be completed in class; however, if you do not consistently attend class and are not an active participant, you will be assigned work to complete at home and submit the following class day.
